The Trustees and Volunteers of 
WCVYS have held two visioning 
events in May to look in detail at 
what we do and how we want to 
work together. This has given us a 
wealth of information about areas 
for development and how we can 
become more effective and efficient 
as an infrastructure organisation. 
These processes are supporting 
the development of the Business 
Plan 2008-2011 and we are holding 
an additional meeting in July to 
hopefully finalise our vision and 
priorities for the next three years.

Foyer Plus Project.

Vcashpoint – NEW Round   
Vcashpoint is giving away £1 
million to 16-25 year olds in 
England who want to set up their 
own volunteering project in their 
community... and you could get 
your hands on up to £2,500.  
 
Vcashpoint funds new projects that 
are led by young people and really 
make a difference to the 
community. Your project should 
create at least three new 
opportunities for young people to 
volunteer. Vcashpoint will fund 
projects that:  
 
·  Are new 
·  Create NEW volunteering 

opportunities for 16-25 year 
olds  

·  Are Youth-Led  
·  Take place in England  
·  Benefit an identified 

community  

Vcashpoint must be the only 
source of funding for the initial 
project. However you are 
encouraged to seek in-kind 
contributions from individuals and 
organisations. The project can 
however seek alternative sources 
of funding if the applicant wishes to 
continue the project after the end of 
the V funding  

All projects must be completed 
within 6 months from the project 
start date and by March 2009.  

An applicant cannot apply for more 
than one project in each round of 
vcashpoint.  

Application deadline is 18th July 
2008.

The 
programme is open to voluntary 
and community sector 
organisations, offering grants 
between £10,000 and £500,000 to 
support activities and services 
lasting between 1 and 5 years.

The Arts Award  is a national 
qualification that recognises how 
young people develop as artists, 
arts practitioners and arts leaders. 
Young people aged between 11- 
25 can achieve Arts Awards at 
levels 1, 2 and 3 on the national 
qualifications framework.  

Arts Award Centres  are 
organisations which support young 
people to develop their arts 
activities, including arts centres, 
theatres, schools, colleges, youth 
projects, voluntary clubs or 
community groups. Every centre 
must employ or be associated 
with at least one trained Arts 
Award adviser.

‘Aiming High for 
Disabled Children’   
Aiming High for 
Disabled Children (AHDC), the 
government’s transformation 
programme for disabled children’s 
services was launched in May 
2007. Families with disabled 
children told the government that 
their number one priority is regular 
and reliable breaks. So, in 
response this most of the funding 
will be spent on short breaks.  

 
What is the 
short break 
funding for?   
The funding 
will enable us 
to improve 

outcomes for children, young 
people and their families. We will 
be able to increase short break 
provision and promote new 
innovative ways of delivering 
services in a much more 
personalised way.  
 
How much is Warwickshire 
getting?   An initial amount of 
£60,000 has been received for 
2008/9, to be followed by £526,000 
revenue funding and £251,000 
capital funding provided 
Warwickshire has demonstrated by 
April 2009 that it is ready to provide 
the transformed short breaks 
service. A further increase of funds 
will be seen in 2010/11. 
 
Is anything happening yet?  
Warwickshire has established an 
AHDC Steering Group that includes 
parents.  A project plan is being put 
together; including efforts to be 
sure we have the right information 
about the needs of Warwickshire’s 
families and disabled young 
people.  Children, young people, 
families and providers will be 
consulted fully in this process.   
 

 
The Integrated Disability Service is 
leading on this initiative together 
with colleagues in the Primary Care 
Trust and will be commissioning a 
range of provision to meet family 
aspirations.
