Guidance on Grant Applications 2011-12
Please read the following important information before making an application.

1. Warwickshire Youth and Community Service in partnership with Warwickshire Children and Voluntary Youth Services (WCVYS) administer grants for county youth organisations and individuals.  

2. These grants are for youth groups, organisations and individuals working in Warwickshire. All applicants must be members of WCVYS or one of its affiliated county organisations e.g. WAYC, Girl Guiding  etc.

3. No one organisation can receive more than 10% of the total grant budget available in any one year. This excludes individual training grants.

4. ECM 5 Outcomes. In line with many other funding applications, we have now introduced a section which asks you to describe how your intended outcomes will evidence one or more of the Every Child Matters outcomes. These provide a framework for measuring how circumstances are improving for children and young people. When completing this section of your form, you need to be thinking about how the activity you are proposing will actually improve the lives of the young people with whom you are working.
The National Council of Voluntary Child Care Organisations (NCVCO) have produced a useful and straightforward fact sheet called Why use the 5 Every Child Matters Outcomes to monitor and evaluate?  This can be downloaded from our website.
We have also produced a basic sheet listing the five outcomes and some of the areas covered. See pg 4 of guidance.

5. The Youth and Community Service is required to collate detailed information using the ‘Youthzone’ management information system. If you are successful in your grant application, you will be sent forms to enable you to record details of young people taking part in projects, which you must return to WCVYS on completion of the project. The details you provide will be used to form part of the evidence required annually by the National Youth Agency on all youth service activity in the country. All information will be treated as confidential. We draw your attention to the Data Protection Statement below.

Data Protection Statement

The data you provide will be used to inform departments within Warwickshire County Council and more specifically the Youth and Community Service as well as Central Government agencies such as DCSF and the LSC regarding service uptake against specific targets. In fulfilling its data protection obligations Warwickshire County Council will treat all personal data with the strictest of confidence. Data will be always processed fairly and lawfully and will only be disclosed in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998. The data controller is Warwickshire County Council.

6.  A Grant Report Form will accompany confirmation that your application has been successful. You are required to submit this following the completion of the project/programme/training course for which you are seeking funds. Failure to return a report may result in WCVYS asking for the money to be returned and will disqualify you from receiving future grants.

7. In the event of a grant not being used for the purpose applied for it must be returned in full.  The Grants Panel may stipulate certain conditions that need to be fulfilled before issuing the grant and may defer payment until these conditions are met or clarified.

8. The grant is considered on the basis of the numbers you submit. If the numbers of participants drop by more than 50% before you start the course you must contact WCVYS to confirm whether the full grant is still available. This will help us to ensure quality and best value.

9. Please note that grants are awarded subject to availability.  The Grants Panel may limit the amounts if demand is high thus ensuring a fairer distribution of available funds.  
Grant Criteria 

There are three types of grants, each with a different application form, for which you can apply. Below, you will find guidance to help you decide whether or not you are eligible to apply. Applications can be Emailed or posted.

A) Programme /Project Grant  (Maximum amount £1,000)
These grants are for:

· A group wishing to do a new project with a group of young people.  The project can have any theme, e.g. outdoor education, arts projects, residentials, personal development, activity days / projects etc.

    Note: All applicants must be able to demonstrate:

1. A significant contribution by young people in the planning and evaluation of the event/programme and

2. How their project meets some or all of the 5 Every Child Matters outcomes.

These grants are not for:

· Funding the day to day running of a youth group

· Funding work with individual young people

B) Group Training Grant   (Up to 50% of the full cost to a maximum amount of £750)
These grants are for:

· Supporting training courses for adult youth leaders / workers

· Supporting training for senior member/ young leaders (please note there is a lower age limit of 16 years).

Note: All applicants must be able to demonstrate how their training will enable them to promote some or all of the 5 Every Child Matters outcomes in their youth work.

These grants are not for:

· Training for groups consisting of young people under the age of 16; please apply on Programme Grant form. 

· Individual youth workers

C) Individual Training Grant (Up to 50% of the full cost to a maximum amount of £500)
These grants are for:

· Individuals seeking contributions towards a JNC recognised youth work qualification.

· Outdoor education qualifications

· Courses which support your youth work practice

· Voluntary Sector Youth workers working within Warwickshire

These grants are not for:

· Courses and qualifications not directly related to working with young people

· Young people under the age of 16
· People who are not currently working with young people

Every Child Matters - the 5 Outcomes

1. Be Healthy: 

· Enjoying good physical, emotional and mental health

· Living a healthy lifestyle 

· Being sexually healthy  

· Choosing not to take illegal drugs

2. Stay Safe: 

· Being protected from harm and neglect, violence and sexual exploitation

· Safe from accidental injury and death

· Safe from bullying and discrimination

· Safe from crime and anti-social behaviour, in and out of school

· Have security, stability and are cared for
3. Enjoy and Achieve: 

· Getting the most out of life and developing the skills for adulthood

· Achieve personal and social development and enjoy recreation 
4. Make a Positive Contribution: 

· Engage in decision-making and support the community and environment

· Engage in law -abiding and positive behaviour 

· Develop positive relationships and chose not to bully or discriminate

· Develop self-confidence and successfully deal with significant life changes and challenges

· Develop enterprising behaviour
5. Achieve Economic well-being: 

· Not being prevented by economic disadvantage from achieving full potential in life

· Engage in further education, employment or training

· Live in decent homes and sustainable communities

· Access to transport and material goods

· Live in households free from low income
