Programme Grants  
 
WCVYS programme grants are: 

¨  Open to groups undertaking NEW work with young people especially leadership 
work for 16-19 year olds 

¨  Open to groups wanting to broaden the horizons of young people 
¨  Open for youth events where there is a significant contribution by young people in 

organisation & delivery�
 
Grants awarded are usually between 30-50% of the total cost with a maximum of £1,500 
being awarded. Grant applications are considered quarterly by the WCVYS grants panel. 
For 2007/08 all grants awarded were reduced by 10% due to the high volume of 
applications received. Organisations must agree to write a full report following the event, 
before being awarded a grant. Below is a summary of the grants awarded for 2007-08. 
 
During this period, groups in receipt of WCVYS grants did not have to show where they 
thought their activities met the every child matters (ECM) outcomes, but we have 
indicated in the summaries where we think the outcomes have been met. Grants for next 
year will include ECM outcomes.

Warwickshire Association of Youth Clubs  – Inspire for Summer  £1,350  
This project will provide a positive activity programme for 15 young people aged 15-19 
during the summer 2008. The programme will help develop confidence, self esteem, team 
work and a portfolio of new skills. EA, PC, SS (see photo on front cover for 2007 Inspire project) 
 
Warwickshire Association of Youth Clubs – Peer Ment oring Project £1,350 
This grant is being used to train 10-14 teenage parents to become effective peer mentors 
for other teenage parents, particularly for younger mums and mums to be who are still at 
school. The course consists of a taster day and 3 training days. Participants will be 
offered the chance of gaining a Youth Achievement Award. PC

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8 young people attended a senior 
members residential consisting of 
activities designed to improve their 
leadership skills.

Henley Youth Centre- Pre-Learner Driving Course  £1,350 
and Alcester Opportunities  -  £1,350 
These 2 grants each supported an 11 week pre-learner driving course for young people 
aged 14-19. Young people had the opportunity to learn to drive in a safe and controlled 
environment. They also achieved Warwickshire Challenge Award, Duke of Edinburgh skill 
section certificate and an ASDAN activities award.

Warwickshire Clubs for Young People -  £1,350  
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1st Rugby Boys Brigade  £270  
The grant was used to support the Summer Camp 2007 for 12 young men in the New 
Forest. The activities included swimming, bowling, hiking and a visit to a military museum. 
Boys were involved in the planning and the running of the camp. Leadership skills 
improved and self-motivation by the older boys was clearly evident. Boys earned credits 
in Boys Brigade scheme in the categories of ‘Leadership’ and ‘Adventure’ EA, PC 
 
British Asian and Business Professionals Associatio n – Asian Arts Summer School 
2007 £675 
A multicultural 2 week programme aiming to provide self-realisation, confidence and 
physical strength and promote equal opportunities among young people. The activities 
include arts, drama and music production. EA, BH 
 
Warwick Youth Centre – Young People’s Mural Art Pro ject £1,100 
The grant was used to produce a piece of community art in the form of a mural. The aim 
was to develop teamwork and higher self-esteem in the young people and pride in their 
work. The young people also worked for a Bronze Level Arts Award. PC, EA

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Cubbington Ranger Guides – Icelandic Jamboree £450

cooking. There will be trips to local sightseeing spots.

Warwickshire Scouts – Scouting 
101 £1,350 
A county activity day was held in 
June 2008 at Ragley Hall and 
attended by approx 3000 children 
and young people aged 6-25 years.  
The adventurous activity day had an 
emphasis on sharing between 
members, visitors who are not yet 
members and people from other 
cultures.  Young people visited 
different zones to gain the 101 – 
Share the Adventure Badge, 
activities including archery, caving, 
circus skills, climbing, crafts, crazy 
golf, environmental challenges, go-
karting, rafting, rifle shooting, samba 
bands, sailing  and many more!

Training Grants for Groups 
 
Training grants for groups are given up to a maximum of £500 and aim to support adults 
and senior members in developing their skills and gaining qualifications to enhance their 
youth work practice and experiences for the young people.  
 
Polesworth Youth Club- Outdoor Education Duke of Ed inburgh Expeditions £225 
This grant used to support 11 young people on three D of E Expeditions for silver award. 
 

        Polesworth Youth Club- Canoe Course  £450 
        Canoe training was provided for 11 young people and 3 staff for D of E silver award. 
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North Warwickshire Rural Youth Project £450 
This training course helped volunteer leaders from north Warwickshire develop skills in: 
Creative evaluation, committee skills, child protection and youth leadership.  
 
Rugby District Scout Council £250  
Patrol leaders attended a training weekend in February 2008 aimed at encouraging 
participants to be effective in supporting scout leaders and taking on responsibilities 
themselves. The course included elements on self awareness, interpersonal skills, 
delegating tasks and responsibilities. 
 
Crescent Youth Club  £540  
Group Leader training is being organised for 10 leaders to gain qualification to be able to 
lead their own walking expeditions.  
 
Warwickshire Federation of Young Farmer’s Clubs  £234 
35 young people undertook child protection training in February 2008. The training 
focussed on the importance of child protection and safety procedures. 
 
Duke of Edinburgh North £126 
This 2 day First Aid course was run to renew the required first aid training for D of E 
leaders. 
 
Heartlands Church £276 
This grant was used for 3 leaders to attend an annual conference which provided training 
on best practice in mentoring and continuous improvement. 
 
Boys Brigade £255 
The Boys Brigade used their grant to support young men in gaining their Presidents and 
Queens’s badges, D of E awards, Discovery Award Scheme and leadership training. 
 
Stratford Narrowboat Trust  £90 
8 leaders will learn all aspects of taking young people on a canal boat including boat 
handling, water safety, route planning and team building. 
 
 

Training Grants for Individuals 
 
Individual training grants up to £500 were given to support individual training in youth 
work and activity leader qualifications. In 2007/08, £3000 was allocated to support training 
including JNC youth work, Day skipper, mountain leadership and counselling.
